Indicators of comprehensive instruction and field placements that lead to cultural competency and understanding of family centered practice
The Family Centered and Family Directed Practices Workgroup was also asked to develop indicators of comprehensive instruction in family-centered care) and develop indicators for field placements that lead to cultural competency and understanding of family centered care. Operating under the premise that individual programs can flesh out the indicators to meet specific trainee learning objectives, the workgroup achieved consensus about the following indicators.  

1. 100% of MCHB Trainees will integrate families in program planning, implementation and evaluation.

2. 100% of MCHB Trainees will be able to articulate principles of family advocacy strategies;

3. 100% of MCHB Trainees will be able to define and demonstrate family-centered and family-directed practices.  

4. 100% of MCHB Trainees will demonstrate ability to effectively communicate across diverse cultural and linguistic groups.
