WORKPLAN discussion
Priority Activity#1:  All workgroup members will be involved in identifying family-centered and family-directed practices curricula and materials.  The workgroup discussed the resource lists developed by Susan Horky and Barbara Levitz.  Susan Horky and Kara Connors will begin to draft some criteria for posting resources to the training website so that the rationale for promoting these resources is clear.  Anita will check with Sheryl Mathis, TRC project coordinator, to learn more about how a comment section about the resources could be a part of the resource dissemination process.    
Priority Activity #2: Workgroup Activity 2 and 3 continued to be discussed.  Participants shared ideas for specific indicators, which Anita will compile and send to all workgroup members for comment and amendments.  The recommendation from the September meeting, that indicators be developed in terms of a tiered concept of competency such as duration of time in the training program (basic vs. advanced) and experience in the field prior to training, was reinforced. Trainees who have been in the program longer should demonstrate different level of competency than short term or newer trainees in areas such as knowledge of family centered principles, application of family-centered and family-directed practices in their work, and leadership in the area of family-centered and family-directed practices must be taken into account.

· Identify a workgroup member who will identify resources from the AUCD website.

· Identify a workgroup member who will develop the indicators with a view toward a matrix for reporting.
