WORKPLAN discussion
Workgroup members developed further the indicators recommended by the Family-Centered Family-Directed Practices discussion group at the All Grantee meeting (3/4/07) related to Workgroup Activity #2 (Develop indicators of comprehensive instruction in family-centered care) and #3 (Develop indicators for field placements that lead to cultural competency and understanding of family centered care). Operating under the premise that individual programs can flesh out the indicators to meet specific trainee learning objectives, the workgroup achieved consensus about the following indicators.  

1. 100% of MCHB Trainees will integrate families in program planning, implementation and evaluation.

2. 100% of MCHB Trainees will be able to articulate principles of family advocacy strategies;

3. 100% of MCHB Trainees will be able to define and demonstrate family-centered and family-directed practices.  

4. 100% of MCHB Trainees will demonstrate ability to effectively communicate across diverse cultural and linguistic groups.

Barbara Levitz’ comments on the indicators Mark used to start our initial discussion about indicators (2-14-07 meeting) are attached.  Please read these recommended modifications and questions so we can discuss them with a view to finalizing our list.
In addition to finalizing our list of indicators, the second objective for the April meeting is to discuss the Performance Measures.  The Bureau has asked us to look at the attached information about Performance Measures and discuss our recommendations for changes.  This issue is time sensitive, so we will devote time to discussing workgroup members’ opinions, suggestions, and concerns (and those of colleagues) at our next call.
