The two topics discussed were the continued development of Priority Workgroup Activities # 3 (Develop indicators for field placements that lead to cultural competency and understanding of family-centered, family-directed practices) and #5 (Develop criteria for MCH Training Advisory Boards and place on Training Program Website).

Activity #3  Mark developed a draft of indicators for field placements that lead to cultural competency and understanding of family-centered, family-directed care that were distributed prior to the conference call.  It is a long list with the view toward distilling to a smaller number that all training programs can adapt for their specific purposes.  Tawara recommended some amendments that Mark, Barbara, Anita will discuss further with her when she is back in her office.  Discussion will continue at the next meeting.

 

Activity #5  Angela Miney developed Guidelines for Family Advisory Boards.  Mark (and Barbara) contributed background material from AUCD.  Barbara is going to prepare an introductory paragraph.  The guidelines are useful for advisory boards that include families as well as advisory boards that include youth and disabled community members. Both documents will be added to our workgroup’s Resource Document.

MCHB and AUCD have supported a working group of LEND Family Faculty members over the past few years with which Mark and Barbara participate.  They are planning to submit an abstract to AUCD for their upcoming annual meeting to offer a concurrent session on MCH LEND family traineeships.  Mark raised the idea of doing a similar session at next year's AMCHP conference.  The FCC workgroup supported this idea, noting that the more redundancy between some of these workgroups, the better.
